    Living History Program

Patton Museum 63rd living history encampment will be held starting Friday 25 May thru Sunday 27 May 2012. The camps and display areas will be in Keys Park behind the Patton Museum of Leadership at Fort Knox, KY.   The program will feature live authentically uniformed and equipped historical interpreters spanning the US Army from 1775 through Present day. The American soldier, as well as his adversaries will be represented answering visitor questions and conducting drill, weapons and tactical demonstrations. The highlights of the program will be the authentic WWII demonstrations and leadership briefings that are held throughout the day. The demonstrations are carefully choreographed to keep the action realistic. 

   

The event is free and open to the public from 10:00am to 18:00pm Saturday and from 09:00an until 14:00 on Sunday.  Museum hours are 10:00am to 6:00pm. You must pre-register to participate in the event. You will not be permitted on post with weapons unless you have first provided us with a list, by type, of the weapons you are bringing. 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1. To get to Keys Park from the Chaffee Gate follow Bullion Blvd past the golf course on your left and pass thru the 

first light and you will see the second light come into view as you start down the hill. At the second light make a left

 turn and continue on Chaffee until you see the turn into Keys Park. Take the first left and come around in front of 
the museum and park in the main parking lot. Than proceed to the command tent to sign in. The command tent will 
clearly marked by the Patton Museum banner attached to it.

2. Upon arrival at the command tent you will check in and get instructions on where your camp will be located and all 

Information regarding safety will be gone over once again.
 GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS FOR PARTICIPANTS:

1. Upon arriving at Chaffee Gate   have your ID and museum Pass ready for inspection. 
2. Remember your vehicle is subject to the normal  inspection performed as per the post requirements 
for security
3. . Do Not bring anything with you that could keep you from taking part in the program. IE –Live Ammo
4. Upon arriving at the museum park in the main parking lot to the right of the museum and report to the 

         command tent located in Keys Park. It will be staffed by Museum Staff. Sign in and he or she will instruct
          you as to where your site is.

5. Once signed in you will move to your display area and unload your vehicle and park it back in the main 
   parking lot unless it is a military vehicle used for your display. 
6. If you dig a pit for a small camp fire remember to keep the sod and dirt so you can fill in the hole after 

       making sure that the fire is out.
7. While on Fort Knox remember you are a guest here and can be asked to leave if your actions do not reflect

the standards deemed appropriate for an ambassador of the General Patton Museum, Ft. Knox and the 

United States Army.

8. While here at Fort Knox you will be able to use the Burger King and Food Court across from Burger King 

        for buying lunch and ice for your coolers. If you are active duty, reserve or retired you can use all post 
        locations while here.

9. The quiet time will be from 10PM until 0600 in the morning. During this time you are not allowed to play 

your music above what can be heard in the area of your tent. If you are sleeping in a non period tent you

will have to remove it before the displays are opens to the public.
10. Remember no ammunition is allowed on post for this event and weapons must be stored in either a hard case, 

Sleeve or open in the trunk or back of your vehicle.
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
